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Background and objectives

This workshop is the first of two workshops (the second workshop will be organized by CIPRA in
France) to explore the legal barriers to ecological connectivity in the Alps. The workshop aims at
identifying the legal situation of protected areas in each Alpine State (types of protected areas
and their legal framework), with an emphasis on transboundary issues, such as Natura 2000 and
Emerald Network and the creation of an Alpine Ecological Network. Particular attention will also
be given to the new legal instrument adopted by the European Union, the EGTC. The workshop is
also an opportunity to share experiences on the legal situation of protected areas in each Alpine
State. These workshops are part of the legal component of the ECONNECT project.

Structure

The workshop will last one day and it will be divided into two parts: one on the legal situation in
Austria, Germany, Slovenia and at the European Union level; one on France, Italy, and
Switzerland. The framework will be informal: the consultations will be based on a series of
background documents, one per topic, which will be available beforehand and will be presented
briefly during the workshop; the participants are then expected to actively contribute to the
discussion; the key outcomes of the consultations will be documented and will contribute to the
analyses of legal barriers to ecological connectivity.

Outcomes

The results of the workshop will be gathered in a series of documents (national assessments,
comparative analyses) providing an overview on legal barriers that can hinder the creation of an
ecological network, with a particular emphasis on the pilot areas of the future Alpine Ecological
Network; these documents are aimed at being published and widely disseminated among
stakeholders by 2010. These workshops are organized to gather expert knowledge on legal
barriers to ecological connectivity.

The ECONNECT Project

The project ECONNECT aims at the enhancement of ecological connectivity in the Alpine space.
Protection of biodiversity and natural heritage requires an integrated approach which beyond
protected areas considers high biodiversity areas and corridors as linking elements of an Alpine
ecological network. International actors, scientific institutions and local partners have joined
forces to demonstrate needs and options for action and develop innovative instruments for
ecological connectivity.
